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Deaf-Blind Summit Transition 
What are the ongoing efforts of our DB network to ensure children who are deaf-blind have access to the general education curriculum? Will these young adults be prepared for college and a career? How prepared will they be for independent living? As TA providers we can all say that there are obstacles and there are strategies that help illustrate our effort and effect.   How might this all look when we begin look at common challenges, resources and strategies through the lens of partnerships?  There are a number of partnerships within our network that continue to” go far together” There is more work to be done in other areas. The technical work group in Transition has identified specific activities that will benefit your stakeholders regardless of the number of school age kids in your state.  We will discuss the following proposed product in depth and a process forward to complete this important work
1) Reviewing and editing  the transition rubric / self assessment guide 
The intent for this guide was to assist families and professionals in the transition process for youth with deaf-blindness.  The guide could be used by families to assist them in identifying potential transition “indicators “ in which their child may be progressing towards or have met.  This guide would inform families of effective transition pathways and assist them in advocating for their child’s services.  These indicators mandate a strong theme that reflects coordinated and measurable goals however we have learned so much more since its development in 2007. This is where we will spend the bulk of our time discussing.
